That priests who have small, rural assignments that are not full-
time engagements will help out those who have larger assignments that are
more than full-time engagement. This is an opportunity to thank Father
Stéphane for all his good work here especially in marriage and baptismal
preparation, his work at Ecole Cathédrale and of course his work here in the
parish. We pray that his new assignment will be very fulfilling for him and
his parishioners. You know that in general priests go where the Archbishop
asks them to go. The spirituality of a parish priest is that, in obedience, he
will find the Lord wherever the Archbishop places him because that is
where the Lord expects to be served and where he also expects to be found.
With such a spirituality we cannot help but be happy! Our prayers and best
wishes go with Father Stéphane.

not occur. Ongoing small yearly
repairs mean that we won’t have one
big crippling expensive repair down the
road.
