Last year our insurance provided an update to our property appraisal reports.
Previously the Cathedral, Rectory and Parish Centre were appraised at
$43,797,000. The new appraised value is $75,373,000. The annual
premium has increased to $54,807.48. Fortunately the Archdiocese has
once again generously agreed to cover 75% of this cost since we, as a
parish, would not be able to cover this expense.

We realize that while most people would like to live their lives in a
Christ-like manner, the pressures of the world often make this difficult. The Cursillo Movement
provides a method and a technique to provide each of us with the tools, the mentality, the strength, and
the support to make this natural type of evangelization possible.
